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Introduction
This report is all about child observation.  I visited one kindergarten school and choose one student to observe for four weeks.  In this report, the child information is given.  I will also describe the physical characteristic of the kindergarten and the activities that are being done for a 5 year old student.  I will also discuss the fine motor and gross motor skills.  In addition to this, I will also tackle the things that help to develop the child’s social and emotional development.  I made a worksheet as well to show the activities of the child that I observed. Under the worksheet, I also put my observation with Mohammed. Base on the worksheet I made a recommendation how to develop the child’s skills and also made a checklist to grade the child’s abilities that are base on the activities that they have done for the past four weeks to show if there are some improvements happen.

The School
	
	Every Wednesday I am visiting Altwya Kindergarten for four times in Al Ain by bus.  I also went there with my university colleagues and had a very interesting time. Altwya Kindergarten has new a new building which has a very nice design.  Also, around the big yard, there are many class and administration rooms.  The big yard also includes swing, alzohlaga, and climb, large shapes like triangle, square and rectangle for the children to play with.  I also observed the nice tents and chairs for the visitors.  Pictures that have been drawn by the children are hanging on the wall along with some animal pictures, alphabets and numbers.  

	Inside the children room, you can see red, green and blue color tables and chairs.  It is also nice to see a big rag at the front side of the room for the children to sit while the teacher is explaining the lesson.  In each class, it has a bathroom and a stair.  Upstairs is like a library with a good ambiance with chair and pillow for the child to be comfortable when reading.  Under this library is like an activity room, where there are gaming cubes, weightlifting game, and a kitchen with some tools just like oven, dish and refrigerator.








Physical Development
1. Fine Motor Skills – these skills are tasks that utilize the small muscles of the body, one example of this are those muscles in the fingers.  For child that gets closer to 2 years of age increases its fine motor skills, this include tasks like using a fork or spoon and drawing using a crayon with more precision and stacking small objects like blocks.  By the age of 3 and 4 years of age, they begin to master fine motor skills like snapping, zipping and buttoning clothing and showing improvements in terms of drawing and writing skills.

2. Gross Motor Skills – these skills are the abilities required in order to control the large muscles of the body like legs, arms, feet or the entire body that is used for sitting, waking, running, crawling and other activities.  Children than are around a year of age are usually has the ability to crawl, pull up to a stand, waving and walking.  The child that are around 2 years of age increases its gross motor skills that include tasks like picking up a toy by bending, running, kicking or throwing a ball and climbing steps.  Children that are closer to 3 and 4 years of age begin to show improvements in mastering the gross motor skills balancing on one foot, jumping in place or forward and climbing stairs.

Social and emotions development
1. Development socially as to communication with other – as I have observed the kids at the kindergarten, almost of them are socially active.  I supposed it is because of the activities they shared together, which means that they share similar interests.  Because of the activities in the kindergarten they have manage to socialize and communicate with other kids in a very good way.  This is also the time for a 5 year old kid to ask for a playmate and doesn't want to play alone.  At this age, they manage to obey the simple rules of a game.
For the first week, I tried to talk with the students but I think they are too shy to communicate with me; Mohammed also didn't talk to me that day.  Second week, one student manage to talk to me in English but not that fluent.  Mohammed is answering my question but just with nods, but I can see him smiling while nodding.  The third week, Mohammed talked to with complete sentence and even wave goodbye when I'm leaving.  The last week observing Mohammed, he is like the third week that I talk to him, he is not that happy like other children but he knows how to be fair with his playmates.
For this development, there are no particular activities that are given; these social skills for the kids are being developed with each and every activity that they are doing every day.  It is how they interact with each other; most important is how the teachers interact with the students.

2. Development emotionally as express other feeling – children in Altwyan Kindergarten makes no difference with other children.  Children always wanted to play with varieties of tools; it may be a form of a game, activity or even a simple toy.  But this is the time that a child can experience express especially for those firs timer to be at the kindergarten.  These ages are still attached with their families, so the teachers must possessed patience, understanding, and good communication for kids and even love for the kids.  This is very essential as per the kindergarten is the second home for this children.  Children this age starts to learn empathy, so this means that they have the ability to understand emotional status of their playmate or schoolmate.  They are also capable in expressing themselves, saying what they feel is the common thing for this.
The first week, I noticed that Mohammed is not that confident to talk with his schoolmates.  Second week, still Mohammed is not that expressive with his thoughts.  By the third week, he managed to talk to me but still not that expressive.  He can speak in English but not that fluent, so I think this is one of the reasons why he is not that confident to talk.  The fourth week, I said to Mohammed that that will be the last time that I will visit them, he said “okay” and then he started to tell a story.
For this development, there are no particular activities that are given; this emotional development for the kids is being developed with each and every activity that they are doing every day.  It is how they deal with each other; most important is how the teachers deal with the students.

Cognitive development
1. Language – children at the kindergarten are using English as their language.  Because of this they able to communicate with each other even they are from different countries.  Others are not so fluent with this language but is trying their best to communicate with their playmates and classmates, and even with their teachers.  The first time I talk to them they are a little bit shy but when they used to seeing me there, some even approach me first before I do.  Language for their age is very important, this is the time that whatever they often hear is what they able to learn.  Children with 4 to 5 years of age are very adaptable, they imitate things that they and hear.
2. Mathematics and Science – kids at the age of 4 to 5 are able to count up to 30; they are also capable in linking the numbers with an object.  At this age they can also represent numbers through drawings and using concrete materials.  The very easy thing for them in mathematics is to identify shapes like circle, rectangle, and triangle and such as.  Some advance kids can even determine the “less than” and “greater than” by using objects.  At this age mathematics is essential for them because this is also the time that they should learn to tell the time and learn about the coins and notes.  Teachers should use objects that the kids witness in their everyday life for them to able to link objects with numerals and not be afraid of numbers because will learn that it is part of their everyday life.
We all know that during high school, mathematics is somewhat part of science, but for this kids mathematics and science are two different things.  At the age of 4 to 5, children manage to learn the difference between living things and non living things, learn what solid, liquid and even gas is.  At Altwyan Kindergarten, kids are learning the parts of the body and their functions.  I saw the eagerness of the kids to learn the functions of the body parts and senses.  Some of the kids are trying to pinch themselves just to prove the sense of feeling; some are showing their tongue to ask their classmates if they can the taste buds.  By this age, kids will be more interested when they get to the part of learning different kinds of animals.
3. Art and Music – at Altwyan Kindergarten, I observed that the kids love this most.  When I entered at their art class, I saw the kids doing their activities.  The topic is to draw their most favorite animal.  The interesting part is that did not draw only their favorite animals but even able to draw along with eat some trees, grass, mountain, house and such as.  It means that the kids are also using their imagination in what that certain animal is about.  I also noticed the other artwork of kids posted on their class wall.
Music is also important for the kids, for them this is a way to increase their language development.  At Altwyan kindergarten, it is common thing there to hear the children singing along with their teachers.  When I checked the music room, I saw some simple instruments like drums, triangle, cymbals, keyboard, maracas, tambourine and other small instruments.  It is important for the kids that they will learn to play some instruments at a young age for them able to determine their talents because maybe some of them will become just like Mozart.

Recommendation
	As I observed some of the teaching process in Altwyan Kindergarten, I can say that they are still using very common strategy.  Base on my check list for Mohammed which is a 5 year old kid, his fine motor skills are still low as well as his gross motor skills.  So I recommend them to research some advance activities for them to able to help the kids to enhance both their motor and fine skills.  Advance activities are very much available in the internet for them to use.  The kindergarten has to provide much more tools to use in their everyday activities.  These 5 year old kids need more physical activities than ask them to do academic lessons.  Mohammed can't even catch a ball properly with his hands for the age of 5, so I think the teachers must improve their daily activities for the benefits of the children.
	Mohammed listening and understanding skills are also not good, most often he cannot follow the instructions that are being given by their teacher.  And he is afraid to try new things or make some experiments.  For this situation, I can advice that the teachers should have a different approach for the children to understand in what they are trying to say.  Sometime after explaining to the kids what they are supposed to do, teachers should give some example first or show the students how to do one.  And in the case of Mohammed, special attention is needed.  The teachers must know that the students have a different level of learning and understanding or maybe we can also use the term IQ.  They must also determine or distinguished who among the students needed more attention to help them develop whatever their weaknesses are.  Base on the checklist, Mohammed is lacking with confidence that is why he is afraid to experiment new things.  The teacher must show appreciation in whatever is the outcome of each and every activity that they have done for them to help the students build their confidence.  It will help the student to think that they are doing good, but please don't forget that if the student needs an improvement, they can approach the student in a very sensitive way like saying that they have done great but if they try to do this or that then it will be excellent, this serve confidence and motivation for the children.  In addition to that, teachers can also use some ribbons, smileys, stars, stamps and other things that the kids will able to appreciate.  The teachers can use these as a way of saying that they have done a great job rather than just saying it.

	On the last checklist which is all about the communication skills of Mohammed, still confidence is noticeable.  As per with the checklist, Mohammed cannot read vocabulary properly and can't understand what he is reading.  I think the better way to help him improve is not teach them how to read but by ask them to read along with the teacher.  By this, the kids will be familiar with the pronunciation of the words.  Then after reading it, try your best to explain to the students what the meaning of that word is.  The best way to do this is to provide a story book with pictures and caption in it at the same time.  This will capture the interest of the children and at the same time it will help them to understand easily what is the whole story is.  Another simple way is not to use any heavy words, make simple words as per these students are just beginner and still learning English as it is not their mother language.  Let them also watch some educative movies or flicks to catch their interest.  This will also enhance their listening and understanding skills.  After the movie, you can ask them about the movie, but don't make it as answer and question or recitation form, make it nice and easy for them not to feel any pressures.  You ask them just like you are just friends that are talking about the movie for them to feel comfortable to express their thoughts.  Try not to say that the student answered or understood it wrongly even if they really did, always remember that they are kids and still trying to understand things.  If you want to correct them, try to say it like you also agree with them but at the same time try to explain to them the right answer like it is more good if like this or like that.  It is important for the kids that you recognized them for something that they have said or done to build their confidence.  Try to appreciate them also physically if they are looking good, try to appreciate their hair, clothing, bag and even their school things like pencil and crayons.  This kind of appreciation and recognition are very important for them.

[bookmark: _GoBack]	This age such as 4 – 5 years old, they are very sensitive because this is the age that they can feel stress, sadness and even pressures.  Teachers must be very sensitive about it.  School is also considered as their second home, so teachers should even treat the students as their own.  And also be sensitive regarding the activities that you are teaching them, children with these age are very adaptable, they are trying to imitate what they see.  Teachers of these students must be responsible enough to handle these kids; they will be the one that will help these kids to develop their social, physical and emotional skills.

Fine motor skills - Some of the activities I observed are the lego for the first week; lego is one of the common activities that kindergartens are using.  I noticed that Mohammed is comfortable playing alone.  But this activity is known to improve the fine motor skills of a child and at the same time it helps to improves child imagination as well.  I also saw activities such as play dough by the second week which Mohammed is good with, mosaic at the third week that Mohammed participated but not that excited to do it, and bean gluing at the fourth week that he did not able to do it properly because he doesn't understand the teacher that much.  Nothing is so different between those four weeks; they are doing almost the same strategy with different activities.
Gross motor skills - For Altwya Kindergarten, the activities I witnessed are follow the leader, hopscotch, pillow case hoppers, weightlifting and such as.  At the first week, I watched them play in the kitchen, kids are imitating the chefs, although they are not using real equipments, the teacher manage to teach the student the basic use of the tools.  Mohammed is little shy to play with his classmates.  Second week, they played follow the leader, kids enjoy it but other kids did not able to follow the rules of the game.  This time Mohammed seems happy with this game even sometimes he won't able to follow the leader.  Third week activity is the one I liked most the charades that looks so fun for the kids, because of this activity the children manage to imitate dog, cats and Mohammed even guess the chicken, but he answered like in very quiet way.  This game will enhance the children imagination and at the same time practice their gross motor skills.  At the last week, kids enjoy weightlifting, but the teacher just let them play without explaining the reason or the benefit of that activity.  I noticed Mohammed is playing a ball also but did not manage to roll over the ball properly.  On the checklist I also added some that are not included in their activity, I just observed him while playing freely with other kids.
Language - For the four weeks that I have been observing Mohammed, I notice that he was speaking in English but sometimes he still speaks in Arabic with his classmates.  Maybe that is the reason why he can't express himself properly with someone that is not Arabic.
At the class; first week, they familiarized the alphabets and Mohammed can’t pronounce them properly.  By the second week, they wrote the alphabet using traces; this will make it easy for them.  Mohammed writing skills are not that bad.  At the third week, the teacher helps them more by using objects like A for apple, B for banana for the kids to familiarize the alphabets better.  Fourth week; they managed to read simple words like cat and dog.  Mohammed able to follow the lesson this time.
Mathematics - Mohammed at the first week studied numbers by using cards; he can easily define the numbers from 1 to 9.  By the second week, they studied numbers still but they have to count the objects which Mohammed perfectly did.  The third week, the teacher teach them to add the objects together and Mohammed is not getting it that quickly.  By the fourth week, as I have checked Mohammed, he can add the objects now correctly.
Science - The first week they are discussing the parts of the body.  Mohammed is too shy to go in the front of the class to show his arms and give an example of its function.  By the second week that I sit in Mohammed's class, they are dealing with solid objects and Mohammed able to give juice as an example.  Third week, the discussion is about animals.  Mohammed able to define where does the fish lives.  At the fourth week, they did a little show and tell, Mohammed is holding a picture of a lion, and able to tell the class that this lion is the king of the jungle but in a timid way.
Art - At the first week inside the art class, the teacher asked Mohammed to point out the orange color object and Mohammed able to do it right.  By the second week, I saw Mohammed coloring an apple which is a little inaccurate.  The third week, the teacher taught them how to use the water color but Mohammed is little confused the way the teacher explained it.  By the fourth week, they made an egg mosaic and they are the one will color it with water color.  The teacher is still teaching Mohammed how to use the water color.
Music - The music lesson in the Altwyan Kindergarten is very usual; they are doing the same thing.  For those weeks that I observed them, they are just singing some nursery rhymes, simple instruments are available but the students are not even using the instruments, this is the same thing what Mohammed did for four weeks.
